     A.  FORMS SHOULD BE PRINTED ON STANDARD WHITE COPIER PAPER.  SPECIFICALLY, AVOID USING NO CARBON REQUIRED (NCR) PAPER.

     B.  FORMS SHOULD BE SUBMITTED WITH FULL SIZE PRINTING ON FRONT AND BACK.  SPECIFICALLY, FORMS SHOULD NOT BE REDUCED TO INCORPORATE MULTIPLE FORM-PAGES ON FRONT AND BACK. 
     C.  FORMS SHOULD NOT BE MODIFIED IN TERMS OF FORMAT.  

     D.  FORMS SHOULD NOT BE FOLDED, SPINDLED OR MUTILATED.  

     E.  FORMS SHOULD HAVE ALL BLOCKS/SPACES FILLED OUT LEGIBLY.  

5.   SUBMISSION GUIDANCE:

     A.  THE PREFERRED MEANS FOR SUBMITTING COMPLETED FORMS IS BY REGISTERED MAIL, UPS OR FEDEX.  THIS PROVIDES PROOF OF SHIPMENT BY THE SUBMITTING UNIT AND PROOF OF RECEIPT BY ARMY MEDICAL SURVEILLANCE ACTIVITY (AMSA).  
     B.  THE AMSA PACKING SLIP SHOULD BE COMPLETED BY THE SUBMITTING UNIT AND ACCOMPANY THE SHIPMENT.
