OCCUPATIONAL REQUIREMENTS
Billet subspecialty coding is to be based on the minimum educational/training/experience level required for optimum performance.  General Preventive Medicine subspecialty coding is justified when, in addition to the general criteria stated in NAVPERS 15839G (Manual of Navy Officer Manpower and Personnel Classification) Part B, the following specific criteria are satisfied:

DUTIES. The General Preventive Medicine subspecialty code (15K0) will provide a command with an officer (Doctor of Medicine or Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine) qualified, through Preventive Medicine Residency Education, to provide and manage preventive medicine services to include disease surveillance, outbreak investigation, clinical and community preventive services, disease management programs, disaster management and humanitarian response, infectious and chronic disease research, biological and chemical warfare education and response, and other public health and military specific functions as specified in the core privileges approved by the Bureau of Medicine and Surgery.  Officers assigned the 15K0 subspecialty code may practice in settings such as medical treatment facilities, operational medical departments, staff commands, research commands, and public health centers.   
(a).  Generic Tasks.  Officers with this subspecialty support the Department of the Navy's ongoing requirements in providing the expertise in the established subspecialties of Preventive Medicine.  Officers in this subspecialty perform the following functional tasks:

a. Provide preventive medicine services to individuals and populations as described in the core privileges for     preventive medicine in BUMED instruction 6320.66A. 
   

b. Manage preventive medicine programs.

c. Advise line and/or medical higher authority on          preventive medicine issues and policy.

d. Provide preventive medicine and environmental medicine support for operational exercises and contingencies to include disaster relief and humanitarian missions.

e. Maintain liaison with the appropriate Federal, DoD, and State preventive medicine and environmental agencies.

 (b). Subspecialty 15K0 coded billets. Experience coded billets in General Preventive Medicine are justified when the following specific criteria are satisfied:


1.  T-coded officers are justified when the officer enters a program of education, training, and experience in preventive medicine while participating in an ACGME approved residency training program.  


2.  J-coded officers are justified when the officer completes an ACGME approved preventive medicine residency.  


3.  K-coded officers are justified when the officer becomes certified by the American Board of Preventive Medicine or American Osteopathic Board of Preventive.
