Preventive Health Assessment (PHA) (5 Dec 01)  
OPNAV INSTRUCTION 6120.3  
The Navy Surgeon General has consistently articulated that Force 
Health Protection (FHP) is the mission of Navy Medicine. A cardinal 
principle of FHP is the transition from interventional health care to 
preventive health care.  Preventive Health Assessment (PHA) is a 
keystone of the transition to prevention.  Because it has been signed 
by both the Surgeon General and the Assistant Commandant of the 
Marine Corps, the PHA is directive for all naval active duty 
personnel. The PHA consolidates existing screening, occupational 
surveillance, and medical readiness requirements under the umbrella 
of an annual face-to-face record review, health risk assessment, and 
preventive counseling interaction with supporting medical  
department personnel. Except for some Clinical Preventive Services 
(CPS), most PHA requirements are already established.  A series of 
messages will be forthcoming intended to provide commands with  
insights, helpful recommendations, and experiences of PHA pilot 
sites as they initiate implementation. Full implementation is contin-
gent on automation technology, however commands should design ef-
ficient local procedures and processes supporting PHA.  To download 
the instruction, go to: http://neds.nebt.daps.mil/Directives/6120_3.
