Medical Informatics Training Course (MITC)  December 2004

Dates:  December 6-10, 2004
Location:  Navy Medical Center, Portsmouth, Virginia.
Size: 30 seats (max)
Audience:  Clinical Epidemiologists, other individuals involved with Population Health metric tracking/analysis that are directly responsible for obtaining/analyzing clinical data.  Target audience is ideally for new M2 users with minimal Business Objects skills, who haven’t yet attended WISDOM training.  M2 accounts are not mandatory prior to the training course, but individuals must start the application process (request Level IV access at a minimum) and complete security training prior to attendance.

Goals:  Teach Business Objects, CACHE and M2 skills to our Clinical Epidemiologists and other Population Health colleagues so that they can perform their jobs more expeditiously, expand their skill set to become more proficient, assist their healthcare staff in providing better care to their patient populations and assist their commands in providing financially savvy care.  These programs were chosen as the next installation of medical informatics training for the following rationale: 

· Business Objects is the program used by both M2 and CACHE;  

· BUMED Business Plan, Population Health Navigator and the Financial/Managed Care/Medical Management offices draw much of their data from M2, so it is important to know where the data comes from and its limitations;  

· CACHE is an informatics interface useful for mining data from CHCS I and CHCS II (so whenever CHCS II implementation occurs, skill set will be same);  

· Population Health Navigator only addresses certain conditions (and creates many subsequent queries), so this training should be able to complement other data sources currently in place; 

· Business Objects and WISDOM training is difficult to obtain for some commands.

Objectives:

    1.  Convey essential knowledge and skills of Business Objects.

    2.  Teach specific knowledge and skill set for M2.

    3.  Convey applicability of the M2 program for Clinical Epidemiology programs.

4. Perform exercises using real scenarios for the M2 program.

5. Introduce CACHE and its relevance to obtaining clinical data.
