


IHIMS INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS*
*  These instructions are for installation on a stand-alone, non-network drive on a computer.  Please call if you any questions or problems 757-953-0724 or DSN 377-0724.  For installation on shared computers or networks, please call for specialized instructions.

1. Download or copy the distribution file, UNZIP.ZIP to an empty directory on your hard drive.  As this is a DOS-based program, make sure that the directory name is no more than 8 characters.  We suggest C:\IHIMSY2K or D:\IHIMSY2K

2. Run Windows or NT Explorer

a. Right click on Start, then left click on Explorer.

b. Enter the directory you created above (e.g., C:\IHIMSY2K).

c. Double click on UNZIP.ZIP to run Winzip. 

d. Make sure that the “Extract To” field is set to the same directory you created above where UNZIP.ZIP is already located (e.g., C:\IHIMSY2K).  Make sure that “All Files” is selected.

e. Click on Extract.  The files will extract from UNZIP.ZIP.

f. Hit F5 to refresh the window.

3. If you have been using IHIMS before:

a. Make backup copies of all IHIMS program and data files to compact disc or floppy disc. Particularly, make sure that you always keep an up-to-date compact disc or floppy disc of the various data (.DBF) files. 

b. Write down the full path of the directory where the following data files are stored for use by IHIMS (typically C:\IHDATA, but you may have your data files anywhere (including network directories)):

1) BULK.DBF

2) GEN_AREA.DBF

3) LOGBOOK.DBF

4) NOISEDOS.DBF

5) NOTIFY.DBF

6) RESULTS.DBF

7) TAD.DBF

8) TWA_EXP.DBF

9) WIPE.DBF

4. If you have never used an earlier version of IHIMS or have lost all your old data:

a. Create a data subdirectory to store your data (typically named C:\IHDATA, but you may have your data files anywhere (including network directories)).

b. Scroll down the list of extracted files to EMPTY.EXE.  Copy the file EMPTY.EXE to the data subdirectory you just created.

c. Open Explorer and double click on EMPTY.EXE.  When prompted where to extract the files, type the path to the data subdirectory you just created. 

d. Click on Unzip.

5. Get a full list of the UICs and Command Names of the activities you support, as you will need it later in the installation process.

6. Run Setup

a. Scroll down the list of extracted files to SETUP.EXE and double click.

b. The setup program checks for the existence of required directories. If the required directories are not present, they are created by SETUP.EXE. You may have your data files anywhere (including network directories), but program files will be put in C:\DB4 and subdirectories.  If the C:\DB4 and subdirectories are already present from a previous installation, SETUP.EXE may ask if you want to overwrite individual printer (.PR2) files.  It should be OK to say yes to this.

c. You will be prompted to enter the path to your data (See Step 3 or 4.)  This can be any valid DOS path, including an accessible network directory.  SETUP.EXE will not accept a path that does not contain IHIMS data. 

d. After a valid data path is entered, SETUP will copy the current Navy file structures to your data directory and append your data into these structures and reindex the databases.  (If you receive a message saying that production .MDX files are not found for OPSDICT.DBF or TLV.DBF, click on Proceed and the .MDX files will be created.)

7. After the data is appended and indexed, the USER SETUP screen appears.

a. Fill in the requested information.  NOTE: User setup information can be changed at any time after installation by selecting "User Setup" from the MISCELLANEOUS Menu of IHIMS.

8. The SETUP.EXE program next adds your UIC to each data record.  Following this, SETUP.EXE will prompt you to add any missing UICs for your supported activities.  To make installation go quicker, you should have a list of the UICs of your supported activities available before you start installation.

9. While running SETUP.EXE, if you get a “Too Many Files Open” error, it is not an IHIMS problem, but an operating system problem.  The problem is with the system not having memory settings to handle the files being open during the setup process.  You most likely need to change the Config.sys file (or Config.nt for computers running Windows NT 4.0 or Windows 2000) with commands files=99 and buffers =150.  The Config.sys file or Config.nt file can be found using the file search features through My Computer or Windows Explorer.  If you have this error and cannot find the Config.sys or Config.nt file, please call 757-953-0724 or DSN 377-0724 for further help.
10. After addition of UICs is complete, SETUP.EXE will exit.  You may then want to add an icon for IHIMS to your Desktop.

a. At your Windows Desktop, Click the right-hand button of your mouse.

b. From the Menu that appears, Select "New", and "Shortcut", the Click the left-hand mouse button.

c. In the Command line box which appears, type C:\DB4\IHIMS\IHIMS.EXE then click the "Next" button with your mouse.  

d. When prompted to enter a title for your shortcut, enter IHIMS or IHIMS Y2K, or other name you choose, and click "Next."

e. When the icon selection screen appears, choose an appropriate icon then click "Finish."

11. To start IHIMS, double click on its icon OR go to the DOS prompt in the directory C:\DB4\IHIMS, type IHIMS and press <ENTER>.
