Basic Preventive Medicine and Epidemiology Course
This 2.5 day covers the basic Navy Medical Public Health responsibilities involving diagnosis, treatment and control of Infectious Diseases that are threats to military populations.  It is intended for military medical personnel (physicians, nurses, physician assistants, IDCs and corpsmen) and for civilian medical personnel who work with or around military populations.  There are no prerequisites for this course.

· Sexually Transmitted Diseases 

· Immunizations and Prophylaxis

· Tuberculosis Prevention & Control

· Outbreak Investigations/Disease Non-Battle Injury reporting

· Malaria Prevention & Control

· Introduction of Laboratory Methods (Lecture)

· Laboratory Methods (Lab)
