Depleted Uranium:  Simple Answers

Perhaps you’ve heard the hype and wanted to know more about it in general.  What is DU?  How do you get exposed to it?  What precautions are there?  What if you were exposed?  

Perhaps you are a health care professional and need to know more clinical information for assisting patients that have questions or you need to know administrative requirements should you encounter a patient that has been exposed.

An excellent and simple guide can be found at the United States Army Center for Health Promotion and Preventive Medicine (USACHPPM) and they are one of the “lead” agents for exposure tracking.
