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WHAT IS A PREVENTIVE MEDICINE pARTNERSHIP pROGRAM ?

The Navy Environmental & Preventive Medicine Unit No. 2 is responsible for providing professional training and recommendations for all operational commands in the areas of environmental health, industrial hygiene, entomology, epidemiology and health promotion.

To continue to accomplish this mission, the Preventive Medicine Partnership Program has been developed.  The main focus of the program is the partnership between operational command staffs and our expert professional staff to assist in the self assessment of all onboard preventive medicine and occupational health programs in order to improve existing programs.

In addition, our Unit continues to enable access to the diverse expertise provided by Environmental Health and Industrial Hygiene Officers, Entomologists, and Epidemiologists that ensures timely advice on a wide variety of health concerns.  The Unit also has a full time Fleet Health Promotion Directorate to facilitate the development of health promotion programs at all fleet and shore commands.
