Email a separate password to your command’s e-HRA program manager, the Executive Officer (XO), and Senior Medical Department Representative (SMDR) for current viewing, monitoring, and appropriate use of your Commanding Officer’s HRA Report.  Correct email addresses will be essential.  Commanding Officer Reports are only an “e-mail away”.  Individual Member HRA reports must be printed on site of data entry.  Commands need to provide counseling.
