III.  SAMPLE SHIP'S SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS�PRIVATE ��


      


      Most ships draft their own command instructions to implement or amplify Navy administrative programs.  Only five safety programs require a ship's instruction, according to OPNAVINST 5100.19C.  Additional instructions on NAVOSH program elements serve to better define duties and responsibilities specific to that command.  Check to see if your type commander requires any other ship's directives.





      The safety-related directives your ship is required to write are:





          Respiratory Protection Program


          Hazardous Material Control Program


          Hazardous Material Spill Contingency Plan


          Electrical Safety


          Gas-Free Engineering





      Sample ship's instructions are provided for 11 programs.   A sample safety stand-down notice has also been included.





      These samples are generic and universal, reflecting the most current references.  Most ships personalize their instructions by adding duties and responsibilities, or specific forms or reports.  The samples can be easily adjusted to meet your ship's needs.

      Avoid adding tasks to your ship's instruction that are not called for elsewhere.  It is hard enough to comply with requirements without adding more on yourselves.  Inspectors may pick up on non-compliance with self-imposed tasks.





      Avoid using enclosures which are direct excerpts from other directives.  Safety requirements change frequently and your ship's instruction would be out-of-date with each change.  Stick with a brief instruction to take care of your ship's peculiarities.
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
