Abate - To eliminate or reduce permanently an unsafe or


	unhealthful working condition by coming into compliance with the applicable NAVOSH standard.





Acid - Any corrosive having a pH less than 7.





Acid Locker - A locker specifically designed and authorized for


	storing corrosive hazardous material (HM).





AER - Alteration Equivalent to Repair.  An alteration which


	replaces existing parts and equipments with like items of later or more efficient design.





Aerosol - Any material dispensed from a pressurized container


	using a gas propellant.





Alternate Standards - Proposed standards giving equal or better


	protection than existing NAVOSH standards.  Alternate standards shall be submitted to CNO (OP-45) through the chain of command for approval.





ANSI - American National Standards Institute.  A national


	consensus, standard-developing organization.





ARE - Aviation Readiness Evaluation





ASF - Assist ship's force (funds).  A portion of a type


	commanders repair funds allocated to a routine shipyard job for ship's force use for the requesting of miscellaneous shipyard labor support for a ship's force work package.








AT - Acceptance Trials.  Trials and material inspections


	conducted underway by the Trial Board for ships constructed in a private shipyard, to determine suitability for acceptance of a ship.





ATP - Advanced Training Phase





Authorizing Officer - Officer in the tag-out program who has


	authority to sign tags/labels to be issued or cleared.





AVDETWKUP - Aviation Detachment Workup





AWR - Automated Work Request/OPNAV 4790/2R





BADD - Biannual Drydocking








Baseline Survey - Initial survey (after construction or overhaul)


	to identify hazardous workplace conditions or unsafe work practices.





Boatalt - Boat Alteration





BOH - Baseline Overhaul.  The first overhaul in an engineering


	operating cycle program to accomplish repairs and alterations required to satisfy baseline class material condition and configuration.





BT - Builder's Trials.  Evaluation trials and inspections


	conducted underway by the builder for the purpose of assuring the builder and the Navy that the ship is, or will be, ready for Acceptance Trials.  





Caution Tag - Yellow tag used as precautionary notification to


	indicate that caution must be exercised in operating tagged equipment.





CCB - Configuration Control Board





CETS - Contractor Engineering Technical Services.  Highly


	qualified civilian electronics technicians from private industry which are contracted to serve aboard ship.





CFC - Chlorofluorocarbon.  A chemical substance used in


	refrigerants, spray can propellants and solvents, associated with depletion of the Earth's ozone layer. 





CFR - Code of Federal Regulations.  The general and permanent


	rules published in the Federal Register by the executive departments and agencies of the Federal Government. 





CFS - Contract Field Services





CIS - Commercial Industrial Services.  Services which are


	contracted to supplement IMA services.  





CMDINSP - Command Inspection





CMP - Class Maintenance Plan





COH - Complex Overhaul





Combined Trials - A combination of either an underway trial or an


	acceptance trial with a final contract trial.  The trial board usually conducts combined trials for nuclear powered submarines.











Compressed Gas - Material, which may or may not be hazardous


	material in itself, which is stored in pressurized containers.





Confined Space - A space which has limited and restricted


	openings for entry, exit, and a lack of natural ventilation which could contain or produce hazardous contaminants or oxygen deficiencies or enrichment.  Confined spaces are not intended for normal, continuous personnel occupancy.  Confined spaces include but are not limited to storage tanks, vats, degreasers, reaction vessels, boilers, ventilation and exhaust ducts, sewers, condensers, and pipelines.





Contaminant - A material that is not normally present in the


	atmosphere, which can be harmful, irritating or a nuisance to anyone who breathes it.





Contractor Caused Mishaps -  The parent command of DoD personnel


	shall report injuries or work-related illnesses (required by OPNAVINST 5100.21B) caused by contractor operations.  Refer mishaps involving non-DoD contractor personnel caused by contractor operations to the Naval Safety Center for guidance. 





Corrosive Material - Any hazardous material that will cause


	severe tissue damage by chemical action or materially damage surfaces or cause a fire when in contact with organic material or certain other chemicals.





COSAL - Coordinated Shipboard Allowance List





COT - Contractor Operations Trials





COTR - Contracting officer's technical representative





CRES - Corrosion Resistant Steel





CSMP - Current Ships Maintenance Project.  A computerized report


	which lists the deferred maintenance reported by a command.  Such reports are also provided other commands.  Reports can provide either a detailed or summary listing of deferred maintenance information.  The CSMP is used for generating Board of Inspection and Survey packages and automated work requests (AWRs) prior to overhaul or availabilities.





CSRT - Combat Systems Readiness Test














Danger Tag - Red tag prohibiting operation of equipment that


	endangers safety of personnel or equipment, systems, or components.





Depot Level Maintenance - That maintenance performed by 


	industrial activities on material requiring major overhaul or a complete rebuilding of parts, assemblies, subassemblies and end items.  This is normally accomplished on ships at commercial facilities or naval shipyards during Restricted Availabilities (RAVs), Technical Availabilities (TAVs), Phased Maintenance Availabilities (PMAs), and Regular Overhauls (ROHs).





Detector Tube - A glass tube which utilizes a sensitive chemical


	(in a suspension of silica gel) which produces color change whenever contaminated air is pulled through the tube.





DFM - Diesel fuel, marine





DFS - Direct Fleet Support





DLA - Defense Logistics Agency





DMSR - Departure Material Status Review





Dock Trials - Those ship trials conducted at the Industrial


	Activity to determine the ability of the ship, from a material standpoint, to conduct Sea Trials safely.

DPMA - Docking Phased Maintenance Availability 





DRMO - Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office





DRPA - Depot Refit Period





DSRA - Drydock Selected Restricted Availability





Dust - Small solid particles created by the breaking up of larger


	particles by processes such as crushing, grinding, or explosion.





		Examples of processes that generate dust:  Use of machine shop tools, paint chipping, sanding, woodworking, abrasive blasting.





EERR - Emergent Essential Repair Requests





Enclosed space - A space that, by nature or design, is of such a


	shape or depth that natural ventilation (i.e., the natural movement of air) is restricted.  Such spaces include cargo holds, pumprooms, machinery and boiler spaces, and spaces which are normally ventilated that have been closed without ventilation for 24 hours or more.

FAWDC - Forces Afloat Work Definition Conference

Flammable Liquids Cabinet - A cabinet specifically designed and


	authorized for storing flammable in-use material.





Flammable Liquids Storeroom - A space specifically designed and


	authorized for storing flammable liquids.





Flammable Material - Any hazardous material having a flashpoint


	less than 1,500 degrees Fahrenheit.





Flashpoint - The minimum temperature of a flammable liquid at


	which it gives off sufficient vapor to form an ignitable mixture with air near the surface of the liquid.





Fleet Modernization Work - Upgrades and changes to equipment,


	systems or components, performed by IMAs.  These include  previously planned alterations, such as Shipalts and ORDALTs. 





FMCL - Fleet Mechanical Calibration Laboratory





FMP - Fleet Modernization Program. Implementation of strategic


	military and technical improvements.





FMPMIS - Fleet Modernization Program Management Information


	System.  Used to schedule and control the installation of alterations (SHIPALTs, MACHALTs, etc.)





FOA - Fitting Out Availability








FRSIP - Fleet Repair Service in port





Fume - Very small particles (1 micrometer or less) formed by the


	condensation of volatilized solids, usually metals.





     	Examples of processes that generate fumes:  Zinc socket pouring, smelting, furnace work, foundry operations, and welding.  





FWPCA - Federal Water Pollution Control Act





Gas - A material that under normal conditions of temperature and


	pressure tends to occupy the entire space uniformly.





Gas Free Engineer - Person responsible for testing spaces


	to be entered by personnel for the presence of harmful vapors or vapor density content.





GFM/GFE - Government Furnished Material/Equipment





GPETE - General Purpose Electronic Test Equipment





GSA - Government Services Administration





HABALT - Habitability Alteration





Hazard Abatement Plan - A record of identified deficiencies which


	have been entered into the CSMP using an OPNAV 4790/2K with a Block 15 Safety Hazard entry.  Also called the NAVOSHDAP or NAVOSH Deficiency Abatement Plan.





Hazard Severity - An assessment of the worst potential


	consequence which is likely to occur as a result of deficiencies.  Hazard severity categories are:





		Category I - Catastrophic:  The hazard may cause death or loss of a facility.





		Category II - Critical:  May cause severe injury, severe occupational illness, or major property damage.





		Category III - Marginal:  May cause minor injury, minor occupational illness, or minor property damage.


	


		Category IV - Negligible:  Probably would not affect personnel safety or health, but is nevertheless in violation of specific criteria.

Hazardous Material (HM) - Any material that because of its


	quantity, concentration, or physical or chemical characteristics may pose a substantial hazard to human health or the environment when incorrectly used, purposefully released or accidentally spilled.  This definition includes the following:





	o  Aerosol Containers	o  Flammable Materials





	o  Toxic Materials  	o  Corrosive Materials (including 							acids and bases)


	o  Oxidizing Materials	o  Compressed Gases





	For NAVOSH purposes, the definition does not include ammunition, weapons, explosives, explosive actuated devices, propellants, pyrotechnics, chemical and biological warfare materials, pharmaceutical supplies, medical wastes, infectious materials, bulk fuels, and radioactive materials.








     * Excess Hazardous Material - Hazardous material in excess of a ship's need awaiting transfer to a shore activity.





     * Used Hazardous Material - Nonusable hazardous material awaiting transfer to a shore activity for disposal.








Hazardous Material Information System (HMIS) - A computer based


	information system developed to accumulate, maintain, and disseminate important characteristics of hazardous materials existing throughout DoD.





HM - Hazardous material





HMAP - Hazardous Material Afloat Program





HMC&M - Hazardous Material Control and Management





HM&E - Hull, Mechanical, and Electrical





HMIS - Hazardous Material Information System





IDD - Interim-dry-docking





IDLH- An atmosphere thats Immediately Dangerous to Life or               Health.  The concentration of a contaminant which can              produce an immediate irreversible debilitating effect on           health, or which can cause death.





IG - Inspector General





IHO - Industrial Hygiene Officer. 





ILO/ILR - Integrated Logistics Overhaul/Review.  A program to


	improve the material readiness of a ship by bringing storeroom parts inventories up to levels prescribed by updated allowance and load lists.





IMAUPK - Upkeep level at an intermediate level maintenance


	activity.





IMAV - Intermediate level maintenance availability with SIMA,


	tender, or other similar IM activity.





IMAVC - Concurrent IMAV (ship to shop)





Intermediate Level Maintenance - That maintenance which is


	normally performed by IMA personnel on tenders, repair ships, aircraft carriers, fleet support bases, and Shore Intermediate Maintenance Activities (SIMAs).  It normally consists of calibration, repair or replacement of damaged or unserviceable parts, components, or assemblies; the emergency manufacture of unavailable parts; and technical help to customer organizations.





Imminent Danger - A condition that immediately threatens the loss


	of life or serious injury or illness of an employee.





IMMS - Intermediate Maintenance Activity Management System.  A


	system comprised of computerized procedures used aboard tenders, repair ships, and repair bases/activities.  Used to manage the planning, scheduling, production and monitoring of the maintenance workloads of tended ships.





Incompatible HM - Any materials that react with each other to


	produce undesirable products.  Mixing incompatible hazardous material can produce heat or pressure, fire or explosion, or toxic, irritating, or flammable dusts, mists, fumes, or gases.





Industrial Hygiene Officer (IHO) - Medical Service Corps officer


	trained in industrial hygiene.  Assigned as safety officer aboard tenders and repair ships, and assistant safety officer aboard aircraft carriers.  Some staffs have IHOs assigned.





Interim Controls - Those measures meeting or exceeding minimum


	requirements for temporary protection of personnel or operations pending full and complete corrective action.





In-Use Material (IUM) - The minimum quantity of HM required to be


	ready for use.

MEASURE - Measurement Equipment Automated System for Uniform


	Reporting and Evaluation.





Medical Surveillance - An effort to monitor the health of


	individuals for job certification/recertification, for ensuring the effectiveness of hazard limiting programs, for indication of excessive exposure in the workplace and for compliance with NAVOSH standards.





MIP - Maintenance Index Page





Mishap - Any unplanned or unexpected event causing personnel


	injury, occupational illness, death, or material loss or damage or an explosion of any kind whether damage occurs or not.





Mist and Fog - Finely divided liquid droplets suspended in air


	and generated by condensation or atomization.  A fog is a mist of sufficient concentration to obscure vision.  Examples of materials and processes that produce mists:  Acid sprays used in metal treatment (for example, electroplating, organic solvent sprays, and spray painting).








MJC - Master Job Catalog. Consists of standardized work that


	applies to more than one ship or performed on a repetitive basis.





MRC - Maintenance Requirement Card

	a mishap, but chance alone averted injury, death, or damage.  Report the situations internally by Safety Hazard Report (OPNAV 3120/5) or Internal Mishap/Near Mishap Investigation Report; and externally, if desired, by SAFETYGRAM, (OPNAV form 5102/4).  See OPNAVINST 5100.19C.

Organizational (Shipboard) Level Maintenance - That maintenance


	which is the responsibility of, and performed by, ship's force on assigned equipment.

Oxidizers - Any material that readily yields oxygen for


	combustion.  





PAT - Preliminary Acceptance Trial





PCB - Polychlorinated Biphenyl





PDA - Post-delivery Availability

PERA	- Planning and Engineering for Repairs and Alterations





PMA - Phased Maintenance Availability.  





Post-Repair Trials - Trials conducted at sea to test the


	operational readiness of the ship following major depot level industrial availabilities.





POT&I - Pre-overhaul Tests and Inspection





PRAV - Programmed or Planned Restricted Availability. 





PREOVHL - Prepare for Shipyard Overhaul





PSA - Post-shakedown Availability.  A shipyard availability


	following Combined Trials assigned to correct those deficiencies found during shakedown cruise of the ship, to correct contractor responsible deficiencies, government responsible deficiencies and other authorized improvements.





PWC - Public Works Center





RAD - Restricted shipyard availability requiring drydocking





RAV - Restricted Availability.  Assigned for the accomplishment


	of specific items of work by an industrial activity with the ship present.





RCPE - Radiological Controls Practices Evaluation





RCRA - Resource Conservation and Recovery Act





RMMS - Repair Maintenance Management System.  A computerized


	scheduling and monitoring system for all maintenance availabilities.  RMMS integrates each depot level Class Maintenance Program requirement into the Ship Alteration and Repair Package (SARP) for each SRA.  As maintenance actions are accomplished, their completion status is fed back to RMMS through interface with the 3-M Maintenance Data System (MDS).





ROH - Regular Overhaul





RSG - Readiness Support Group, representatives of the type


	commanders, which interface with the Intermediate Maintenance Activities (IMAs), contractors, and tenders for scheduling and accomplishment of repair work.





SARA - Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act





SARP - Ship Alteration and Repair Package.  Displays the ship's


	total work package showing all work that has been identified, screened to the various repair activities and authorized or disapproved for accomplishment.





SCP - Spill Contingency Plan





SDOSS - Sewage Disposal Operation Sequencing System





SDWA - Safe Drinking Water Act





SELFAV - Self-conducted availability for IMA.





SFWP - Ship's Force Work Package





SHIPALT - Ship Alteration.  Changes in hull, machinery, fittings,


	or equipment involving changes in design, material, number, location, or relationship of component parts.





SHIPALT TITLE "D" - Authorized and funded by the type commander


	with Navy Operation and Maintenance (OM&N) funds; performed by forces afloat, or by shipyard as designated; may require special material.	





SHIPALT TITLE "F" - An alteration to a ship performed by forces


	afloat; does not require special program material; authorized by the type commander; no industrial assistance required.





SHIPALT TITLE "K" - An alteration to a ship authorized and funded


	by NAVSEA.  Usually requires procurement of special program material by NAVSEA.  Performed by forces afloat or by shipyards; requires specific authorization by NAVSEA.





SID - SHIPALT Installation Drawing





SLEP - Service Life Extension Program





Solvent - A substance, most commonly water, but often an organic


	compound which is used to dissolve another substance.





SRA - Selected Restricted Availability





SRF - Ship Repair Facility.  Industrial activities located


	overseas with capabilities very similar to naval shipyards in CONUS.  The SRFs are capable of overhauling most ships, being limited only by available manpower and shop capacity.





Submarine Extended Operating Cycle (SEOC) - Defines as 70-84


	months between overhauls (dependent on ship/class).





SUPSHIP - Supervisor of Shipbuilding, Conversion, and Repair,


	under the direction of NAVSEASYSCOM, prepares bid specifications, plans and reviews contractor work.  Serves as an interface between the ship and shipyard, contractor, or tender during availabilities.





SWI - Standard Work Item.  SUPSHIP work specifications prepared


	to describe the work scope associated with a specified level of repair to specific equipment or systems, or with installation of a specified alteration in a particular class of ship.





T/A - Type Availability





TAV - Tender Availability





TECHAV - Technical Availability





TECHEVAL - Technical Evaluation





TIA - Type Commander Issued Alteration





TRAV - Training Availability





TRE - Training Readiness Evaluation





Toxic Material - A substance which when ingested, inhaled, or


	absorbed through the skin in sufficient amounts can produce harmful effects such as changes in living tissue, impairment of the central nervous system, severe illness or, in extreme cases, death.





UMI - Underway Material Inspection





Underway Trials - Trials and material inspections conducted


	underway by the Trial Board for all ships constructed in a naval shipyard to determine suitability for delivery and whether the ship is ready for active fleet duty.





UPK - Upkeep Period





Vapor (inorganic or organic) - The gaseous state of a substance


	which is normally a liquid or solid at room temperature.





		Examples of substances that produce vapors:  degreasers, fuels, hydraulic fluids, paints and thinners, and dry cleaning fluids.





Variances - When and if a NAVOSH standard is found to be


	impossible to comply with, variances can be requested from the type commander, via the chain of command.  Variance requests shall explain why compliance is impossible and describe actions taken to achieve the maximum degree of protection possible. 





Ventilation - The control of potentially hazardous airborne


	substances through the movement of air.





VR - Voyage Repair





WDC - Work Definition Conference.  Held 2-6 months prior to


	availability.  Chaired by the type commander's representative and attended by NAVSEA, ship's force, industrial activity, and PERA.  Purpose of the conference is to make a final determination as to what repairs are to be accomplished by the industrial activity, IMAs and ship's force, considering available funds, necessity of the repair, and assigned activity capability and capacity.





WPVC - Work Package Validation Conference





WSAT - Weapons System Accuracy Trials





Zone Inspections - Command inspections which ensure that proper


	measures are taken to keep machinery, spaces, and equipment operation, clean, and in a satisfactory state of preservation.
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
