	Commanding Officer's Policy Statement





All commanding officers and officers-in-charge should publish a


policy statement on traffic safety.  In those units equipped with closed circuit television (CCTV) capability, a video-taped policy statement by the commanding officer is an ideal means of reaching all personnel during orientation briefings.  In smaller units, commanding officers may elect to make a tape recording or personally state their traffic safety policy to newly reported personnel.  If the commanding officer is unavailable, the executive officer, division officer, leading petty officer or traffic safety coordinator should fully explain the command's policy on traffic safety.  Among other things the statement should encourage personnel to call in and extend leave or liberty rather than attempt to travel under adverse conditions.

	Section 3


	Traffic Safety Program Survey and Check List





    COMNAVSAFECEN is available to conduct a traffic safety program survey.  The survey will encompass a review of: basic documents necessary for the development and administration of a traffic safety program including mishap reporting; driver improvement, motorcycle and emergency vehicle operator training programs; unsafe road conditions; use of retro-reflective personal equipment by personnel exposed to traffic risks;
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pedestrians and joggers; safety belt use and enforcement programs; traffic safety council; compliance with uniform traffic control devices; maximum driving time; traffic in military housing, etc.


    Surveys will be conducted at the request of a Navy installation commander.  The survey lasts 2-3 days and will provide a complete review of your traffic safety program.  The results of the survey remain with the commander for his or her use.  Our program review prepares commands for higher level inspections.


    The following check list is designed to assist in the formation or improvement of a command's traffic safety program. Some instructions or requirements (listed in Section 2) may or may not apply to tenant activities.  If in doubt, contact your host designated traffic safety coordinator for further information, or the Motor Vehicle Safety Division, Naval Safety Center for clarification.





CHECK LIST





The items listed below are required by OPNAVINST 5100.12F:





1.  Has the Commanding Officer assigned a traffic safety coordinator (in writing)?





2.  Do commercial type government motor vehicles have safety belts installed in a usable condition available at each seating position as required?





3.  Does the CO have a safety belt policy and program?





    Does the command have a point assessment policy (written) concerning the non-use of safety belts?





    Are personnel permitted to ride in seating positions where safety belts have not been installed, have been removed, or rendered inoperative?





    Are personnel permitted to ride in the cargo areas of motor vehicles?





4.  Does the command have a policy addressing maximum driving time?





5.  Is there a system in effect to prohibit personnel from wearing portable headphones, earphones, or other listening devices while operating a motor vehicle or while jogging, walking, bicycling, or skating on roads and streets on base?
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6.  Does the command prohibit operator(s)/passenger(s) of motor vehicles on base from having open containers of alcoholic beverages in their possession?





7.  Does the command prohibit the use of radar detection devices to indicate the presence of speed recording instruments to transmit simulated erroneous speeds on base?





8.  Does the command have a periodic government motor vehicle inspection program?





    Are vehicle equipment laws enforced in connection with law enforcement activities?





9.  Does the command have an approved motorcycle safety course and all terrain vehicle safety course available for all assigned personnel who operate motorcycles/government owned all terrain vehicles for on base operation?





    Are protective clothing (helmet, long sleeved shirt or jacket, eye protection, hard soled shoes with heels, long trousers, vest, gloves) requirements enforced?





10. Are government or privately owned motorcycles, motor scooters, mopeds, and all terrain vehicles on naval stations allowed to be operated without a rear view mirror mounted on each side of the handlebars or the left and right side of the fairing, where applicable?





11. Does the command have a driver improvement program available to all personnel or access to a program in the area?





    Are personnel, who have been found at fault in Navy vehicle mishaps, referred to driver improvement?





    Are traffic offenders, driving privately owned vehicles on base referred to driver improvement training as a condition of continued authorized use of their vehicle on base?





    Other referrals?





    Are driver improvement instructors recertified every three years?





12. Does the command have a specialized training program for all operators of Navy police vehicles, ambulances, fire trucks, crash and rescue vehicles?





    Are personnel trained before they are assigned as drivers? (Navy recognizes the U. S. Department of Transportation - 
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National Highway Traffic Safety Administration's Emergency Vehicle Operator Course (EVOC))





    Is specialized vehicle operator training recorded in official personnel records of those individuals successfully completing this training?





    Are EVOC instructors recertified every three years?





    Are operators of emergency vehicles recertified every three years?





13. Are Navy or Navy Federal Civilian personnel permitted to operate Navy motor vehicles during:





    A period of suspension or revocation of their operator's license by any state or host nation, or, periods while base driving privileges are suspended or revoked for driving under the influence of alcohol or other drugs and/or other traffic violations which constitute a "moving violation" of base, state, federal or host nation traffic codes?





    Does security/legal notify the office issuing the OF 346 - U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator's Identification Card (Formerly SF-46) when a driver's license is suspended or revoked?





14. Are motor vehicle mishaps reported in the correct format (Report Symbol 5102-4 (MV)) and within 30 calendar days?





15. Is there a system in effect to ensure the use of appropriate fluorescent or retro reflective personal protective equipment for all personnel who are exposed to traffic hazards in their assigned duties?





16. Does the command have a traffic safety council?





17. Does the base commanding officer take immediate action to eliminate or reduce the hazards associated with imminent danger situations brought to his attention by the Traffic Safety Council?





18. Does the command (military police/safety/public works engineering) provide the Military Traffic Management Command an analysis of high mishap incidence locations?  (Report required every two years)





19. Are the road networks maintained in a safe condition?


20. Does the command utilize the services of the Military Traffic Management Command (MTMC)?
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21. Do traffic control devices meet the standards contained in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices?





22. Does the command have a highway safety plan, manpower development plan, and traffic control devices plan?





    - Has the command provided MTMC a copy of the installation traffic control devices plan and the associated scheduled maintenance plan?





23. Are provisions made for adequate sidewalks, pedestrian crossings and bike paths?





24. Are personnel allowed to jog on roads and streets on naval installations with high traffic density and during peak traffic periods?





    - Has the base commanding officer defined and publicized "peak traffic periods and roads and streets with high traffic density?"





    - Do personnel:





      -- Jog in patrolled areas?





      -- Wear light colored clothing?





    - During periods of reduced visibility, do personnel wear retro-reflective clothing?





25. (Commands with dependent schools on base only)





    Is there protection for children walking to and from school, entering and leaving school buses?





    Does the command operate school buses to transport school children?





    Are the school buses marked, equipped, operated and maintained as required by the host state law and NAVFAC P-300?





    Are safety belts installed and in working condition at the driver's seat in all school buses?





    Have the operator(s) of the Navy school bus(es) completed the required operator training?





26. (Commands with military housing on base only)





    Is there protection (crossing guards, crosswalks, proper signing) for children walking to bus stops on bases where buses 


come on base to pick up children?





    Is there protection for children playing in Navy housing areas?
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	Section 4


	Local Orientation Program





1.  A local orientation program is an excellent method to acquaint newly assigned personnel to the local driving environment. Suggestions include:





    a.  A large, well-defined map of the local area marked to show high incident mishap locations.  During orientation briefings, these locations should be identified and supported with photographs.  Alternate routes for use during peak traffic periods and hazards which could pose threats to certain types of traffic should also be identified.





    b.  A map which identifies on-base roads and traffic patterns, locations of gates and hours of operation, principal traffic routes on the base, one-way streets, restricted areas, and locations of major buildings and services.  The identification process should use proper street names.  Photographs or overhead transparencies could be used to illustrate street markings.  A 35mm slide presentation could be made of intersections of various routes for dangerous cargos, special fire lanes, aircraft tow-ways, rush-hour expressways, and streets that may be changed from a one-way flow to a two-way flow during certain hours of the day.





	c.  Include an explanation of state and local traffic regulations and enforcement policies.  Specific topics and laws that should be covered include:  safety belt laws, child safety seat laws, helmet laws, rules for stopped school buses, speed limit laws, road lane markings, pedestrian crossing markings, traffic signal regulations, right turn on red, left turn on red (one-way streets in some states), expressway regulations, parking on hills, vehicle lights, refusal to submit to chemical test for intoxication (implied consent), and alcohol percentage concentrations in the blood for presumption of "driving while under the influence."  In most states the Division of Motor Vehicle's local office will provide copies of the State Driver's Manual for personnel reporting to the area.  After each orientation briefing, copies of the Driver's Manual should be distributed to new arrivals.  In many cities the traffic safety office, usually a division of the police department, has a prepared traffic safety orientation presentation with hazardous areas highlighted on a city street map.  It is suggested unit safety officers contact local traffic safety officials as part of their preparation of an orientation presentation.
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	d.  Brief personnel concerning special weather conditions of the area and routes to outlying areas that may be heavily traveled during weekends or holidays.  Locate on maps and explain dangerous road conditions that may develop because of snow, rain, wind or other weather conditions.





	e.  Mileage distances to various points that are regularly traveled by Navy personnel, with recommended minimum travel time under good weather conditions.





	Section 5


	Traffic Safety Training Resources





1.  Driver Improvement Course.  OPNAVINST 5100.12F requires a driver improvement course be established.  See Chapter 2 for detailed information on the Navy's approved driver improvement program.





2.  Emergency Vehicle Operator's Course (EVOC).  OPNAVINST 5100.12F requires specialized vehicle operator training for all operators of security vehicles, ambulances, and fire/crash and rescue vehicles.  See Chapter 2 for detailed information on the Navy's approved EVOC course.





3.  Motorcycle Safety Course.  OPNAVINST 5100.12F requires motorcycle safety training.  See Chapter 3 for detailed information on the Navy's approved motorcycle/all terrain vehicle safety courses.





4.  Traffic Safety Audiovisuals





	There are many traffic safety films, videos and HAWKITS available on a loan basis from the Naval Education and Training Program Management Support Activities Atlantic and Pacific.  A "Guide to Safety Training Audiovisual Materials" is available from the Naval Safety Center (Code 70) and lists audiovisuals related to all areas of safety.

    c.  Traffic Control Specifications.  Naval activities which maintain streets, roads, traffic control signs, markings and control devices should obtain a copy of the "Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Street and Highways" (ANSI D6.1e - 1989).  The manual contains the basic principles which govern the design and usage of traffic control devices.  These principles appear throughout the text in discussions of the devices to which they apply.  It is important they be given primary consideration in the selection and application of each device.





	The manual presents traffic control device standards for all streets and highways regardless of type or class or the governmental agency having jurisdiction.  Where a device is intended for limited application only, or for a specific system, the text specifies the restrictions on its use.





	To be effective, a traffic control device should meet the following five basic requirements:  fulfill a need, command attention, convey a clear simple meaning, command respect of road users, and give adequate time for proper response.





	The latest edition of the "Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways" (ANSI D6.1e - 1989) is available from the Superintendent of Documents, U.S. Government Printing Office, Washington, DC 20402.





	In the case of regulatory devices, the actions required of motorists and pedestrians should be specified by state statute, or by local ordinance or resolution consistent with national standards.  Uniformity of meaning is vital to effective traffic control devices.  Meanings assigned to devices in the manual are in general accord with the Uniform Vehicle Code and Model Traffic Ordinance which is the nationally recognized standard in this area. Five basic considerations are employed to insure that these requirements are met:  design, placement, operation, maintenance, and uniformity. 	Methods to Enhance Local Programs





The following are recommended ways to enhance local traffic safety programs:





		*  Obtain a copy of OPNAVINST 5100.12F (Navy Traffic Safety Program Instruction) and become familiar with it's contents/


requirements.
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		*  Use the traffic safety program check list to assure compliance with OPNAVINST 5100.12F.  (See Chapter 1, Section 3)





		*  Incorporate traffic safety topics in safety stand downs.


Include the principles of risk assessment and management in all safety briefings.





		*  Use state transportation department resources --�speakers, literature from state/city/county police departments.





		*  Set up local traffic orientation briefings for newly assigned personnel to the activity.  (See Chapter 1. Section 4)





		*  Use audio visuals available from Naval Education and Training Program Management Support Activity (East Coast - DSN: 564-4011, COMM (804) 444-4011; West Coast - DSN: 522-1360, COMM (619) 532-1360), local AAA clubs, state agencies, or private film companies.





		*  Encourage CO, XO, Department Heads to publicly support/require the use of safety belts in government and private vehicles and recommend they set a good example by always using belts in their private vehicles.





		*  Request resources from addresses listed in Chapter 1, Section 5.  Request to be put on mailing list of the Insurance Institute for Highway Safety, and the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.  These organizations provide the latest information in traffic safety programs on the national level.





		*  Check to see if the command receives SAFETYLINE magazine and make sure all appropriate personnel are on routing.  SAFETYLINE distribution phone number: DSN 564-6970 or Commercial (804) 444-6970.





		*  Before the end of an extended deployment:





          ** run local traffic law information in POD.





		   ** have sources of motorcycle training identified for those personnel who have or wish to purchase a motorcycle.





		   ** have sources of driver improvement training identified and encourage attendance -- find out about insurance discounts and driver license points for attendance.





       *  Make sure all members of the command are aware and understand the Navy regulations concerning required motorcycle training/protective clothing, safety belt use requirements, and DWI penalties and how violations may affect their Navy careers, etc. (OPNAVINST 5100.12F)
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       *  Advertise Naval Safety Center's "I Survived" safety belt club at the command level.





       *  Use personnel (who are willing) who have been involved in mishaps to relay their experiences/mistakes to the rest of the command.  (Learn from others - examples).





       *  Encourage car pools to and from work and on liberty/leave periods.





       *  Encourage designated drivers for on/off duty social activities where alcohol will be served.  Reward volunteers with liberty, etc.





       *  Encourage wives clubs to incorporate traffic safety information in their meetings.





       *  Hold child car safety seat mis-installation workshops for dependent personnel (info available from the Naval Safety Center).
