	Section 1


	Safety Belts





1.  REQUIREMENTS





    a.  Government Owned Motor Vehicles:  OPNAVINST 51OO.12F requires Navy owned motor vehicles be equipped with safety belts required by Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards.





        (1) All persons who operate or ride in a Navy owned motor vehicle shall use safety belts in a proper manner.  Individuals shall not ride in seating positions where safety belts have not been installed, have been removed or rendered inoperative.  Additionally, passengers shall not ride in the cargo areas of motor vehicles, when prohibited by state or local laws.  When not prohibited by law, and vehicle is to be used to carry passengers in the cargo area, the vehicle must be modified to include the installation of safety belts which meet Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards 208, 209, and 210.





        (2) If children under the age of four, weighing less than 40 pounds are transported in a Navy motor vehicle, the child shall use an infant or child car safety seat approved by the


U. S. Department of Transportation.





        (3) The operator of any Navy motor vehicle is responsible for informing all passengers of applicable safety belt and child car safety seat requirements.  It is the responsibility of the senior occupant of the vehicle to ensure compliance by all passengers with these requirements.





    b.  Private Motor Vehicles:





        (1) Safety belts must be worn by the following personnel  in private motor vehicles:





		  (a) All Navy military personnel at all times (on or off duty)





		  (b) All Navy civilian personnel in a duty status (on or off a naval installation)





		  (c) All persons at any time when on a naval installation.





        (2) In addition, the above listed personnel shall not ride in the cargo areas of motor vehicles, except when the
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vehicle has been modified for such purposes.  Vehicle


modification shall meet Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards 208, 209, and 210.





        (3) The operator of any private motor vehicle on any naval station is responsible for informing all passengers of applicable safety belt and child safety seat requirements and for ensuring compliance by all passengers of these requirements.





2.  Traffic safety professionals throughout the world rate safety belts number ONE of all traffic safety systems for saving lives and reducing serious injury.  As life savers, injury reducers, and mishap preventers, the value of safety belts has been well established. Safety belts will do their job only when fastened.  The supervisor, the division officer and the leading petty officer are responsible for the safety of many Navy personnel.  Most of these personnel drive or ride to work in cars and trucks, and some of them may drive motor vehicles as part of their duties.  It is up to the immediate supervisor to ensure their personnel are aware of the Navy requirements and state laws regarding safety belt use.





3.  How Effective are Safety Belts?





    a.  Most people accept the fact that wearing safety belts offers protection in a crash, but too few bother to find out exactly how much protection they can expect.  When used, lap and shoulder belts reduce the risk of fatal and serious injury to front seat passenger car occupants by 45% to 50%.  To put these figures in other words, not wearing a safety belt doubles your chance of being hurt seriously in a crash.  Serious injuries received in crashes often involve the head or spinal cord.  In fact, in the U.S., auto mishaps are the number one cause of epilepsy (from head injury) and paraplegia (from damage to the spinal cord).  The restraining action of safety belts - especially shoulder belts - helps explain why they so drastically reduce the likelihood of being seriously hurt.  Wearing just a lap belt gives you twice as good a chance of living through a crash as you'd have if you wore no belt at all.  And using a lap/shoulder belt combination makes your chances of survival three to four times better than if you drive beltless.  One important note - these improved chances of escaping injury or death attributed to the use of safety belts hold true regardless of speed.  Whether you're going five mph or 75 mph, you're a lot safer using belts.


 


    b.  Safety Belts Make a Difference





        (1) For maximum protection safety belts should be fastened before starting the vehicle and traveling any distance or speed.  Seventy-five percent of crash deaths and injuries





occur within 25 miles of home.  More than half of all injury-producing motor vehicle crashes involve speeds under 40 mph.
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        (2) A common cause of death and injury to children in automobiles is being crushed by adults who are not wearing safety


belts.  In fact, one out of four serious injuries to passengers are caused by occupants being thrown into each other.





        (3) Drivers wearing safety belts have more control over their vehicle in emergency situations and are more likely to avoid an mishap.





        (4) When a driver brakes at a speed of 30 mph, an infant held in an occupant's lap/arm will be thrown forward, even when held tightly by a restrained adult, and will almost certainly strike the dashboard or windshield.  An unrestrained occupant will also be propelled forward, probably into and crushing the child.





        (5) Safety belt use is one of the best defenses against the unpredictable actions of the drunk driver.





        (6) The chances of being killed in a motor vehicle accident are 25 times greater when an occupant is thrown from a vehicle.





    c.  Safety belt use help occupants in six ways:





        (1) There is the "ride down" benefit, in which the belt begins to stop the wearer as the car is stopping.





        (2) The belt keeps the head and face of the wearer from striking objects like the steering wheel, windshield, interior post, or dashboard.





        (3) Safety belts were designed so the forces on you in a crash are absorbed in some of the strongest areas of your body--the bones of your hips and shoulders.  If you wear your belt improperly, with the straps in the wrong position such as under your arm or behind your back, or you wear the lap belt across your stomach, the likelihood of serious injury increases dramatically.  A small adjustment in either the belt position or in your position on the seat often can improve your comfort and make the belt work better if involved in a crash.





        (4) Belts prevent vehicle occupants from colliding with each other.





        (5) Belts help the driver maintain vehicle control, thus decreasing the possibility of an additional collision.





        (6) Belts keep occupants from being ejected from the vehicle.





4.  Myths and Facts





    a.  Myth:  "I don't need safety belts because I'm a good driver.  I have excellent reactions."
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Fact:  No matter how good a driver you are, you can't control the other car.  When another car comes at you it may be the result of mechanical failure and there's no way to protect yourself against someone else's poor judgement and bad driving.





    b.  Myth: "I don't want to be trapped in by a safety belt.  It's better to be thrown free in an accident."





Fact:  Being thrown free is 25 times more dangerous...25 times more lethal.  If you're wearing your belt you're far more likely to be conscious after an accident...to free yourself and help your passengers.  Safety belts can keep you from:





        * plunging through the windshield


        * being thrown out the door


        * being crushed by your own car





In almost any collision, you're better off being held inside the car by safety belts.





    c.  Myth: "If I wear a safety belt, I might be trapped in a burning or submerged car!"





Fact:  Less than one-half of one percent of all injury producing collisions involve fire or submersion.  But if fire or submersion does occur, wearing a safety belt can save you life.  If you're involved in a crash without your safety belt, you might be stunned or knocked unconscious by striking the interior of the car.  Then your chances of getting out of a burning or submerged car would be far less.  With safety belts, you're more likely to be unhurt, alert, and capable of escaping quickly.





    d.  Myth: "I don't need it.  In case of an accident, I can brace myself with my hands."





Fact:  At 35 miles per hour, the force of impact is brutal.  There's no way your arms and legs can brace you against that kind of collision.  The speed and force are just too great.





    e.  Myth: "Most people would be offended if I asked them to put on a safety belt."





Fact:  Polls show the overwhelming majority of passengers would willingly put their own belts on if only you, the driver, would ask them.





    f.  Myth: "I just don't believe it will ever happen to me."





Fact:  Everyone of us can expect to be in a crash once every ten years.  For one out of 20 of us, it'll be a serious crash.  For one out of every 60 children born today, it will be fatal.
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    g.  Myth: "Well, I only need to wear them when I have to go on long trips, or at high speeds."





Fact:  Eighty percent of deaths and serious injuries occur in cars traveling under 40 miles per hour and 75 percent of deaths or injuries occur less than 25 miles from your home.





    h.  Myth: "I can touch my head to the dashboard wearing my safety belt so there's no way it can help me in an accident."





Fact:  Safety belts were designed to allow  you to move freely in your car.  They were also designed with a latching device that locks the safety belt in place if your car should come to a sudden halt.  This latching device keeps you from hitting the inside of the car or being ejected.  It's there when you need it.





5. "I SURVIVED" Safety Belt Club





    a. The Motor Vehicle Safety Division of the Naval Safety Center collects stories from members of the Navy community who have survived motor vehicle crashes or near misses and were protected from more serious injury by using safety belts, child safety seats or air bags. The real-life experiences are used in Navy safety magazines to promote the Navy's safety belt program.





    b. Individuals wishing to share their experiences are urged to submit a "I Survived" safety belt survivor club application and submit it to the Naval Safety Center.  Contact the Motor Vehicle Safety Division, Naval Safety Center for an application.





    c. A special certificate signed by the Director, Shore Safety Programs, Naval Safety Center will be awarded to each individual who qualifies.





6.  National Safety Belt Honor Roll





    a. Navy activities are invited to participate in the National Safety Belt Honor Roll sponsored by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA).  This program is designed to encourage safety belt use and to reward organizations achieving 70% PLUS, 80% PLUS, and 90% PLUS use rates.





    b. To qualify for an award, two unannounced safety belt observational surveys must be conducted at least 30 days apart.  The results of each survey must show a sustained level of at least 70% driver safety belt use.  Each command achieving one of these levels will receive a bronze (70% Plus), silver (80% Plus), or gold (90% plus) national award from NHTSA.  Your efforts will also be listed in promotional materials and documents published by NHTSA.





    c. For an application and instructions, contact the Motor Vehicle Safety Division, Naval Safety Center.

	Section 2


	Supplemental Restraint Systems or Air Bags





1.  How an Air Bag Works





    a.  The air bag system works during the second collision - the "human" collision.  In a frontal crash, the vehicle stops abruptly when it collides with another vehicle or a fixed object.  But unrestrained occupants continue moving forward at the same speed that the vehicle was traveling just before the crash took place.  The "human" collision occurs when the moving occupants slam into the hard interior surface of the abruptly stopped or nearly stopped vehicle - usually within 1/8th of a second.
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    The air bag diffuses the potentially harmful forces of this collision by acting as a pillow between the occupants and the vehicle's interior. Head, facial and chest injuries are minimized.





    For a system that can save thousands of lives, the air bag is actually a simple concept.





    The typical air bag itself is packed into the steering wheel of the car.  A device under the hood triggers its inflation.  At the front of the car, near the headlights where the force of the crash is often the strongest, crash sensors are placed.  A magnet restrains the sensor, typically a piece of ferrous metal, from closing an electrical circuit.  If the vehicle's deceleration force reaches 10 times the force of gravity, the sensor breaks away from the magnet and closes the electrical circuit.





    The electrical circuit causes sodium azide, a solid chemical contained in a sealed canister in the inflation system, to react.  This reaction releases nitrogen gas, which inflates the air bag.





    It all happens less than 1/25th of a second.  Even as the air bag inflates, some of its air is released through the fabric to further the cushioning effect.





    There is a loud noise when it inflates, but not so loud that it causes hearing damage.  The bag itself may cause slight chafing (similar to a rug burn) on exposed skin on the face, neck and arms.  But these injuries are rare and minor compared to the serious injuries that are likely without an air bag.





    Most air bag systems require no maintenance.  They are designed to last the life of the car.  But once the air bag is deployed, it must be replaced.  Most insurance policies cover the replacement cost.  For maximum safety protection in all types of crashes, you must always wear your safety belt.





2.  Driver and passenger side air bags will be mandatory in all model years 1998 (U.S.) passenger cars and model year 1999 (U.S.) light trucks, vans and multi-purpose vehicles (LTVs).





3.  Babies and Air Bags Don't Mix





Does your car have a passenger-side air bag?


Do you have a baby under 20 pounds?





If you answer "yes" to both questions:





  -- Never carry your baby in the front seat.





  -- He or she could be in danger in a crash - or even a low-


speed collision.
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What Can You Do?





     Always put your baby in the back seat, still facing the rear until he or she is old enough and large enough to face forward (20 pounds or age 1). In some vehicles, mirror accessories may aid the driver in seeing a rear-facing infant in the back seat.





    If possible, have an adult ride in back with a very young baby or any infant who has special medical problems.





    Never turn a baby under 20 pounds to face the front of the car.  This could cause a neck injury in a crash.





    For an older child riding in a safety seat facing forward, slide the vehicle seat back as far as it will go.  He or she will be cushioned by the air bag when it has opened fully.





Why?





    The back of the rear-facing safety seat (car seat) is located very close to the dashboard, where the air bag is housed.





    The air bag is designed to inflate in any head-on collision


over about 12 mph.  When it begins to open, it has tremendous


force.  The air bag could hit the back of the safety seat very hard.  This impact could seriously injure the baby's head and brain.  After the impact, the air bag could throw the safety seat up and into the headrest or between the seats.





Read your vehicle owner's manual for instructions about children


and air bags.


                      	Section 3


	Child Passenger Safety





1.  Child Safety Seats





    a.  Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of preventable death for American children.  The real tragedy is most of these deaths and injuries are unnecessary.  They can be prevented if parents protect their children in safety seats, just as they now immunize them against the threat of childhood disease.  Children are particularly susceptible to crash forces.  About 80 percent of all injuries to children in car crashes are injuries to the head, causing brain damage, permanent disfigurement, epilepsy or death.  In a 30 mph crash, an unrestrained child will strike the dashboard, often head-first, with the equivalent velocity of a fall from the top of a three�story building.  The alternative, of course, is using a child car safety seat.  For adults and older children, that means safety belts.  For infants and young children, safety seats provide life saving protection.
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    b.  All states and the District of Columbia require small children to ride in an approved child safety seat.  Age and size differ from state to state.  Check with local authorities for more information.  (Also see Child Safety Seat Laws included in this Section).





    c.  Adults should not hold children on their laps while riding in a moving vehicle.  They may cause more injuries by crushing the child against the dash or front seat with their own body, or the child may be torn from their arms and thrown against the hard interior of the car.  





    d.  Parents should buckle their own safety belts for three reasons - for their own protection - for the protection of their children, unrestrained occupants could injure others and - to set a good example for their children.





    e.  Unrestrained children are especially vulnerable to injury and death in car mishaps.  They can also cause mishaps by distracting or interfering with the driver.





    f.  Three out of four families fail to use child safety seats correctly.  Adults must follow manufacturer's instructions and secure seats and children properly before starting the vehicle.





    g.  A motor vehicle making a sudden stop, swerve or hitting a bump can cause severe injury to an unrestrained child.

3.  SUGGESTIONS FOR KEEPING CHILDREN "HAPPY" IN SAFETY SEATS





    a.  Begin safety seat usage from birth.  Protect your newborn on the way home from the hospital by securing him or her in a federally approved seat.  Use receiving blankets to pad around the baby for warmth and a feeling of closeness.





    b.  Tell children in a positive way the car does not move until everyone is buckled in.  (Good for adults, too.)





    c.  Children are imitators.  Set an example for your child by buckling up every trip.  Good positive attitudes by parents will be contagious with children.





    d.  If an older child crawls out of his safety seat or safety belt, STOP THE CAR in a safe location and ex�plain you love the child and do not want him or her to get hurt.  Be firm and make it clear the car will not go until everyone is buckled in.





    e.  Allow toddlers to be the pilot, captain, etc., and encourage children to "check in" with all the occupants to see their safety belts are on.





    f.  Avoid technical descriptions when explaining the dangers of getting hurt.  Instead of describing complicated crash dynamics relate the experience to something the child can identify with such as "you can cut your chin or your tooth could fall out." A child can understand this better.





    g.  Stop for a 5-10 minute stretch break every hour to prevent restlessness.
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    h.  Join in childhood fantasies.  Pretend the seat is an airplane, space ship, train engine, kangaroo pouch, etc., and talk with the child as you ride.  Play games of watching for ob�jects -- count animals, find numbers in sequence on objects and let youngsters feel they are an important part of the trip.





4.  Child Safety Seat Laws:





    All 50 states and the District of Columbia have laws requiring children under specified ages to be restrained in infant carriers, special safety seats or, in some cases, regular adult safety belts.  These laws cover children of specified ages in virtually all kinds of motor vehicles (passenger cars, pickups, vans, and utility vehicles).  The laws in 16 states (Alabama, Arizona, Arkansas, Georgia, Indiana, Iowa, Maryland, Mississippi, Missouri, Nevada, North Carolina, Ohio, Pennsylvania, South Carolina, Virginia and Washington) cover only children traveling in vehicles that are registered in the state.  Some safety seat laws apply only to parents and guardians, not to all drivers.  These and other variations are summarized below:
