II.	PRESENTATION





	A.	Background





		1.  More accidents occur at home than at work because safety precautions learned and practiced on the job have no counterpart at home.  Nationally, every year more than 22,000 men, women and children are killed in accidents at home; another 3.5 million suffer disabling injuries.  Every year 386 Navy men and women are injured around the home.  These mishaps cost the Navy approximately 8,094  work days.  Additional losses in productivity occur when Navy personnel are required to be away from the job to care for family members hurt in mishaps.    





          2.  Almost without exception, such losses are due to human error.  The three commonly observed factors are lack of knowledge, inattention or distraction and intentional violation of safe practices.





	B.	Safety Precautions





		Falls.  The majority of home accidents involves falls.  Most people fall on the same level and not from higher places.  The following practices are among the most common sources of injury: decorating with uncushioned scatter rugs; not tacking down or 


replacing wrinkled or torn carpet; not keeping stairways well lighted and clear of tripping hazards and standing on chairs to extend one's reach.
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		Small Arms.





        1.  There is always the possibility of serious injury when a gun is mishandled.  Twenty Navy people are wounded every year, mostly with guns they thought were unloaded.  By following the basic rules of safe gun handling and storage, serious and fatal injuries can be minimized.  The key to firearm safety in the home is the gun owners themselves.





        2.  Always separate guns from ammunition locked and stored in the home.  The state of Florida requires all home owners with guns to store ammunition separately to reduce the chance of children discharging them.  





        3.  Drugs, such as alcohol and prescribed medicines which impair judgment and physical reflexes, should be avoided when handling firearms.





        Fires.  Fires in the home are caused mostly from unattended cooking, careless smoking, children playing with matches and overloaded electrical outlets.  Heating appliances cause the most residential fires, approximately 150,000 each year, but cigarettes kill the most people (1,400).  Safety precautions include conducting a fire prevention check around the home, using ashtrays, not smoking in bed, keeping matches and lighters out of reach of children and having a plan of action and escape in the event of fire.





		Electricity.  The hazard of shock and electrocution is increasing as home owners equip themselves with more and more gadgets.  Installation of Ground Fault Circuit Interrupters (GFCIs) in the vicinity of bathrooms, the garage and kitchen is recommended.  This device will detect electrical faults at very low levels and shut off electricity before serious injury or death can occur.  GFCIs are easily installed and are relatively inexpensive.

		Medicines.





		1.  Medicine accounts for 20 percent of children's poisonings and 40 percent of poisonings of the rest of the population.  Child�proof caps have reduced children's deaths by 65 percent since 1972.  Other ways to prevent poisonings include reading labels prior to administering drugs and keeping harmful drugs and chemicals out of children's reach. 





		2.  In the event of poisoning call your family doctor or the Poison Control Center.  Additionally, keep a bottle of Syrup of Ipecac on hand, but use only if directed by your family doctor or Poison Control Center.





		Cleaning Products.





        1.  More than 40 percent of eye injuries around the home occur from exposure to cleaning products.  Oven cleaners, ammonia and bleach are just a few of the harsh chemicals.  Preventive steps include reading labels before using such products and wearing eye goggles while handling. 





		2.  If a chemical gets in your eyes, flush it out with water continuously for 15 minutes, then seek medical attention.





		Children.  More children die each year from preventable injuries than from all childhood diseases.  Five major causes of children's deaths are traffic accidents, drowning, choking, poisoning and burns.  The National Safe Kids Campaign is a nationwide effort designed to eliminate these accidents through parental education and improvement of national safety codes and standards.
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		Power Tools. 





        1.  Power tools offer an efficient and economical means of doing routine maintenance around the home.  However, sharp, unguarded moving parts and operator carelessness cause many serious hand and eye injuries.  Your best defense is to keep alert for hazards.  Know the materials and tools you work with.  Keep all tools and equipment well�maintained and always turn the power off and disconnect the power cord when performing maintenance.  Remove rings, watches and other jewlery before starting work.  Also keep safety guards in place and follow the operating instructions.





		2.  The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission estimates that more than 70,000 adults and children are treated every year in emergency rooms for injuries associated with power lawn mowers.  Grass cutting injuries frequently occur when people perform unsafe acts such as mowing wet grass while barefooted or wearing tennis shoes.  Another problem is reaching into the chute of a running mower to unclog the opening.  Homeowners must learn how their mower works as well as its safety features.





		3.  Power grass and weed trimmers throw sticks and small rocks with enough force to cause serious injury.  The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission estimates that each year there are approximately 4,600 emergency room treated injuries from these devices.  About one�third of the injuries are to the eyes.  Check the yard before mowing or trimming and wear eye protection.  Also keep children out of the vicinity to avoid their injury.
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		Chain Saws.  





        1.  Chain saws were once a tool only used by lumberjacks and other pros.  But today they are available in lightweight, easy to handle sizes that are just right for home use.  However, deaths and serious injuries using chain saws do occur, mostly because of kickbacks.  





		2.  Avoid cutting limbs above your chest, review the owner's manual to be fully aware of safe operating instructions and wear hearing protectors, safety goggles, sure�grip gloves, trim�fitting clothes, safety shoes, and a hard hat.





        Vehicle Maintenance.





        1.  Vehicle maintenance, particularly when use of a jack is required, is one activity that frequently causes serious or fatal injury.  The problem is generally not with the jack itself; it's usually the way the jack is used.  Floor jacks used to remove transmissions and bumper jacks used to do muffler and tail pipe repair are deadly combinations.


 


		2.  To make sure a car doesn't fall while you are underneath it, place the jack on level ground, making sure it's stable and the right type for the job.
