II.  PRESENTATION





	A.  Background





		1.  Poisons kill over 6,000 people in the U.S. each year.  It is the second leading cause of death around the home, accounting for 22 percent of all home deaths.  The most well�known poisons are common household chemicals and cleansers.  However, carbon monoxide poisoning from motor vehicle exhaust accounts for over 500 deaths each year.  Other sources include utility appliances such as space heaters and other gas�producing equipment.  Many house plants are poisonous when eaten by children.  However, drugs and medications cause almost three times more deaths than any other poison.  Statistics show that more males than females die from poisoning with an overall death rate of 71 percent.





		2.  	There are more than 200 Poison Control Centers in the United States.  Those centers report over one million cases of poisonings every year.  Approximately 20,000 children under the age of 5 are hospitalized each year for poisonings.  The Consumer Product Safety Commission estimates that for each child hospitalized, 6 to 8 more children are treated in emergency rooms.  Many others are treated by their family physician or not treated at all.  
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The American Association of Poison Control Centers estimates that there are nearly five million poison exposures in the United States each year.





	B.  Safety Precautions





		1.  With 90 percent of accidental poisonings occurring to children under the age of 5, adults must assume the responsibility for protecting them.





		2.  Store all poisons out of sight and out of reach of children, preferably in a locked cabinet.  





		3.  Keep cosmetics, alcoholic beverages, cigarettes and poisonous plants out of reach. 





		4.  Request child�proof packaging on all prescription drugs.  Ensure guests in your home lock up their medications.  Also check poison storage in the homes your child regularly visits. 





		5.  If you're interrupted by the door bell or telephone while taking medicine or using a household cleanser, take either the child or the product with you.





		6.  Don't refer to medicine as "candy" or take medicine in front of children for they tend to imitate their parents.





		7.  Never take or administer medicine in the dark.





		8.  Keep products in their original containers.  Never store medicines or chemicals in a food container where they could easily be mistaken for something harmless.  





		9.  Throw away outdated medicines or cleaning supplies you don't need.
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		10.  Keep the number of the local Poison Control Center posted by your phone.  It is normally on the inside front cover of the phone book.





		11.  Keep a one�ounce container of Syrup of Ipecac on hand, but administer it only if your doctor or Poison Control Center tells you to induce vomiting.





	C.  Safety equipment





		1.  Use childproof latches and locks on cabinets where poisons are stored.





		2.  Keep Syrup of Ipecac on hand.





		3.  Keep the phone number of the local Poison Control Center by the phone.
