1.  Since the terror attacks on the United States, we have taken aggressive action to improve our ability to respond effectively to disasters – both intentional and natural.  It is crucial that Navy Medicine be able to achieve its Force Health Protection mission at all times. A critical aspect of true readiness is well-trained personnel who are prepared to respond effectively to a wide range of emergencies.

2.  The Navy Medicine Office of Homeland Security and the Naval Medical Education and Training Command have partnered to develop a web-based education program to educate our personnel about effective response to Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear, and Explosives (CBRNE) events.  The CME Internet program is titled ‘Emergency Medical Preparedness and Response Course (EMPRC) and has been approved for 9 Category 1 credits by the Accreditation Council for Continuing Medical Education (ACCME). The Army and Air Force have also adopted it for their use. 

3.   Reference (a) and the DoD Force Health Protection Council have mandated this as the entry-level training program for all DoD Military Medicine personnel (active component, reserve component, civilian and contract).  This course supersedes all prior CBRNE training courses and will ultimately be required for all medical department personnel although the initial requirement focuses solely on Medical Corps officers. Fifty percent of all Medical Corps officers must complete the program by 30 March 2005, 75% must complete the training by 30 September 2005, and 100% by 30 September 2006 for all other staff.

4.   Please complete the EMPRC now available at Navy Knowledge Online (NKO). The course takes approximately 12 hours to complete, however, I encourage you to complete this requirement during the workweek and that commanding officers provide their personnel the flexibility to do so.

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1.  Open Navy Knowledge Online (https://wwwa.nko.navy.mil/).  A CD will be available for personnel without access to the Internet.

 

2.  Click on “LAUNCH NAVY E-LEARNING” at the upper left of the screen under the ‘GET STARTED’ header.

 

3.  Under the heading “Content” on the left hand side click the ADVANCE SEARCH BOX.  Type in CBRNE in the title search box.  All the CBRNE courses will be shown.

 

4.  Medical Corps, Dental Corps, Nurse Corps, Medical Service Corps (clinical specialties), and Independent Duty Corpsmen click on CBRNE - Clinician Course  from ‘Course Titles’ list.  Medical Service Corps, Executive Medicine click on CBRNE Executive / Commander Course.  Corpsman click on CBRNE Operator / Responder Course.  Support staff, other personnel click on CBRNE Basic Awareness.

5.  Click on 


.  The course will show up in “My Enrollments”

 

6.  Click on 

 in the upper right of the screen next to the course name.

 

7.  Click on the desired MODULE; a menu will appear and you may then select the desired TOPIC.

8.   You can begin your study now. You may do all or part of the program at one time. Completion of all modules will take approximately 12 hours.

 

9.  You will encounter ‘knowledge checks’ throughout the course and you will find tests at the end of each module.  By clicking on ‘EXIT’ you can return to the Table of Contents.  You will see REFERENCES, a GLOSSARY, and a HELP tab to assist you as you complete the modules.  If you feel you have sufficient knowledge of a module, you may want to select the pre-test option; however, you must complete the module to receive CME credit. If you successfully pass the pre-test, you will be given credit for the module.  Should you fail the pre-test, you must complete the entire module and then complete the post-test.

 

10.  Upon completion of the program, if you wish to receive CME credit for completion of the course, you must first complete the Clinicians Course Evaluation.  The course evaluation can be found on the Advanced Search Page under the course title “CBRNE Clinicians Course Evaluation”. Once you have completed the evaluation, please print off the CME certificate and retain for your personal records.  A record of your completion will be entered into the Navy Training Management and Planning System (NTMPS) and your Electronic Training Jacket –ETJ.
