The Defense Pest Management Information Analysis Center has made available over 80 searchable databases, including CAB Abstracts, Bilogical Abstracts, and BIOSIS Previews.  This is for a very short test period - through 12 May.  If the hits on CAB show adequate demand, DPMIAC will continue to lease CAB, which leases for more than $10,000 per year, and others will likely be added in coming months.

For those that are not familiar with CAB Abstracts, it is a bibliographic database compiled by CAB International.  Over 14,000 journals are reviewed in the fields of agriculture, human and animal health, the management and conservation of natural resources, and many other topics.  The database contains over 3 million records dating back to 1972.
