This 2-day course, developed by CDC and refined for Navy application, targets Preventive Medicine Technicians, Independent Duty Corpsmen, Environmental Health Officers, physicians, and other medical professionals who counsel Sailors, Marines, and family members about reducing risk of acquiring or transmitting HIV/STD.  Continuing Medical Education credit is awarded.
