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MEMORANDUM FOR DOD PESTICIDE APPLICATOR SENIOR CERTIFYING OFFICIALS

SUBJECT:
Amendment to DoD Plan for the Certification of Pesticide Applicators

The Environmental Protection Agency has approved a transitional amendment to the DoD Plan for the Certification of Pesticide Applicators, DoD 4150.7-P, to allow extension of certification under limited circumstances. Further guidance is herewith provided for all services.

Chapter 3, Paragraph B.2, Sentence 3 shall be lined out and the following substituted:

 

“The certifying official may extend a civilian applicator’s certification for cause: e.g., illness or family emergency, on a one time basis, for a period of not more than six months. For all active duty military personnel, certification may be extended on a one time basis only, for a period of not more than twelve months.”

 

This amendment allows extension of applicator certification when an applicator is not able, for sufficient cause, to attend a recertification course before expiration of the certification period.
