AN OUTBREAK OF SARS COULD SIGNIFICANTLY IMPAIR OUR ABILITY TO MAINTAIN OPERATIONS AND READINESS, GREATLY TAX OUR MEDICAL RESOURCES AND CAUSE SIGNIFICANT SUFFERING AND DEATH.  PLANNING, SURVEILLANCE AND EFFECTIVE RESPONSE TO AN OUTBREAK OF SARS WILL BE NECESSARY TO PRESERVE COMBAT READINESS, SAVE LIVES AND PREVENT HUMAN SUFFERING.

3.  PER REF B, COMMANDS ARE DIRECTED TO USE DOD GUIDANCE WHEN DEVELOPING PLANS AND RESPONSES TO THE POSSIBLE OUTBREAK OF SARS.

4.  PRESUMPTIVE CLINICAL AND LABORATORY DIAGNOSED CASES OF SARS WILL BE CONSIDERED REPORTABLE MEDICAL EVENT IAW REF C AS AN UNUSUAL PAGE 04 RUEWMFU1362 UNCLAS CONDITION NOT LISTED, ICD-9 CODE 799.8.  ALL REPORTS OF SARS CASES WILL BE CONSIDERED AS URGENT REPORTS THAT MUST BE SUBMITTED TO THE COGNIZANT NAVENPVTMEDEDU WITHIN 24 HOURS OR SOONER.  TELEPHONIC OR MESSAGE TRAFFIC NOTIFICATION IS STRONGLY ENCOURAGED.

5.  PER REF D BASE COMMANDERS SHOULD BE AWARE OF THE USE OF RESTRICTED MOVEMENT AND QUARANTINE OF PERSONNEL THAT MAY BE INTEGRAL TO ANY PLAN TO CONTROL SARS.  A SENIOR MEDICAL OFFICIAL, DESIGNATED AS THE PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY OFFICER, SHOULD ADVISE BASE COMMANDERS ON PLANNING AND IMPLEMENTATION OF PUBLIC HEALTH MEASURES TO CONTROL SARS.
