Specialty Leader Biography

Captain Stephen Glenn Hooker is currently serving as the Clinical Epidemiologist at Naval Hospital Pensacola.

Upon graduation from high school, he joined the United States Army and served for 21 months.  After that, he entered the Mississippi Army National Guard for approximately 18 months.  He graduated from William Carey College in Hattiesburg, Mississippi, in 1977 with a B.A. in Humanities and received his medical degree from the University of Mississippi School of Medicine in 1983.

Captain Hooker entered active duty in the United States Navy in June 1983.  He completed an internship at Naval Hospital, Jacksonville, Florida, in June 1984, and served aboard the USS Coral Sea (CV-43) from July 1984 to October 1985 in Norfolk, Virginia.  From October 1985 until June 1986, he was a general medical officer at Oceana Branch Clinic, Virginia Beach, Virginia.  He was a resident in the family practice training program at Naval Hospital, Pensacola, Florida, from July 1986 through July 1988.  After residency training, he served as a family practice physician at the Branch Medical Clinic, San Miguel, Philippines, from August 1988 to June 1991.

After serving in the Philippines, Captain Hooker trained in the Preventive Medicine Residency Program at the University of Washington from June 1991 until July 1993.  After residency, he was assigned to the Navy Environmental and Preventive Medicine Unit Number 2 in Norfolk, Virginia, from August 1993 to September 1996.  His next assignment was with the Navy Environmental Health Center from October 1996 to March 1999.  Prior to coming to Naval Hospital Pensacola, Captain Hooker served as the Preventive Medicine Officer for III MEF, Okinawa, Japan, from March 1999 to July 2002.  He reported to Naval Hospital Pensacola in August 2002.

CAPT Hooker completed the Combat Casualty Care Course in 1984, the Tropical Medicine Course in 1994, the Strategic Medical Readiness Contingency Course in 1996, and the Joint Medical Planners Course in 1999.

His personal decorations include:  Meritorious Service Medal (3 awards) and the Navy Commendation Medal.
