Job Description

The Environmental Health Officer (0-4) for Commander Naval Air Force Atlantic Fleet (COMNAVAIRLANT) is located at 1279 Franklin Street, Norfolk, Virginia.  The EHO billet belongs to the Navy Environmental and Preventive Medicine Unit 2, but works full time at COMNAVAIRLANT.  The position is within the Force Medical Office, working directly for the Force Medical Officer (0-6).  The Force Medical Office is comprised of the Force Medical Officer, Assistant Force Medical Officer (0-5), Force Administration Officer (0-4) and a senior corpsman (E-8/9). 

COMNAVAIRLANT is composed of more than 40,000 men and women who maintain and operate six aircraft carriers, 70 aircraft squadrons and approximately 1,400 aircraft. It provides combat-ready air forces to fleet commanders operating in areas ranging from the North Pole to the Antarctic and from the East Coast of the United States to the Indian Ocean.  The EHO assists the Force Medical Officers on Preventive Medicine and Health Promotion issues dealing with the carriers and the squadrons. 

Primary responsibilities include:

· Provides oversight of all maters concerning environmental health, preventive medicine, entomology, epidemiology, medical waste, potable water, and health promotion.

· Provides technical and professional supervision to CV(N) Preventive Medicine Technicians and Health Promotion Officer (HPO) and the squadron HPO.  

· Maintains liaison with the Armed Forces Medical Intelligence Center to provide medical intelligence on foreign ports for the operational units. 

· Serves as the liaison and provides oversight for health promotion and wellness programs for NAVAIRPAC/NAVAIRLANT personnel and operational units.

· Reviews monthly CV/CVN Medical department reports for program execution and to analyze disease trends to ensure operational readiness.     

· Maintains liaison with BUMED, CINCLANFLT and CNO activities concerning environmental health, preventive medicine and health promotion programs and issues.

· Assists with oversight for medical readiness, health promotion and disease prevention within NAVAIRPAC/NAVAIRLANT.
· Coordinates and conducts the medical portion of the Pre-commissioning Habitability Inspection of new construction aircraft carriers and Refueling Complex Overhaul (RCOH) Habitability Inspection of commissioned aircraft carriers.
