Educational Requirements for Environmental Health Officers (EHO)
Direct Accessions
Applicants must have either a Masters of Public Health (MPH) Degree in Environmental Health or a Master of Science (MS) Degree in Environmental Health, preferably from an academic institution accredited by The Association of Schools of Public Health (ASPH) or The National Accreditation Council for Environmental Health (EHAC) or The Council on Education for Public Health (CEPH).  Applicants must have a baccalaureate degree, which should include courses in mathematics, biology, physics, inorganic and organic chemistry or equivalent college-level courses.  A course in calculus is not required, but is desirable.

Health Science Collegiate Program (HSCP) Applicants 
In return for a naval commitment, HSCP recipients receive military pay and allowances (up to $22,000 annually), plus benefits, for up to 24 months, while still in school.   Applicants for an MPH in Environmental Health or MS program in Environmental Health must have completed a minimum of a baccalaureate degree prior to matriculation, including college-level courses in mathematics, biology, physics, inorganic and organic chemistry or equivalent college-level courses.  A course in calculus is not required, but is desirable.

Inservice Procurement Program (IPP) Applicants

The MSC IPP Program for FY-03 is now being offered for the first time to PMTs and IDCs to become EHOs.  
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A) If the applicant has a qualifying undergraduate degree, and is interested in pursuing a qualifying graduate level degree prior to commissioning as LTJG, he/she must submit an acceptance letter or a tentative letter of acceptance to a full-time graduate degree program (i.e. MPH in Environmental Health or MS in Environmental Health from an accredited university.)  Current GRE scores, while not required for all schools, will certainly assist IPP board members in the selection process.

B) If the applicant is applying for completion of a Baccalaureate degree, the following criteria must be met: 

a. Must have a minimum of 60 semester hours of fully transferable college credits which can be applied towards completion of the baccalaureate degree in a science field (Biology, Chemistry, Environmental Health, Physics, etc.) 
b. A 3.0 or better GPA on a 4.0 scale
c. A letter of acceptance to an accredited university/college program in a science field (biology, chemistry, environmental health, physics.) 

C) Selectee will be commissioned as an Ensign upon successful completion of their degree, with immediate continuation in a one-year Masters program (either a Master of Public Health degree in Environmental Health of a Master of Science degree in Environmental Health.)  It is recommended that applicants complete their undergraduate degree at a school in close proximity to an accredited Graduate School of Public Health (GSPH) that offers a one-year degree completion program.
