INSURV Medical (MD) Inspector 

Job Description

A.  Preferred Background.  LCDR 2300 MSC Officer with NOBC 1860P. Previous experience with shipboard Environmental Health Inspections highly desired.  Occupational health, industrial hygiene, preventive medicine, and/or environmental protection experience would be beneficial.

B. Description of Duties. The Board of Inspection and Survey (INSURV) conducts inspections, assessments, and trials on surface ships and submarines of the U.S. Navy and Military Sealift Command vessels.  The Medical (MD) Inspector serves as the Medical Department Head reporting directly to the Senior Member of the NAVOSH and Environmental Protection (NEP) Board, under the President, Board of Inspection and Survey (PRESINSURV), Sea Duty Detachment.  This individual also serves as the MD Inspection Deck Manager for surface ships and submarines.  The MD Inspector conducts material inspections of medical and dental departments and battle dressing stations, evaluates equipment operational capabilities, verifies the safety and sanitation of potable water systems, and evaluates medical waste handling procedures.  On new construction, the MD Inspector will validate that the ship is built to ship specification design criteria.  At the end of each inspection, reports of INSURV deficiencies are prepared and briefed to the senior inspector, data is collected and analyzed, follow-up reports of recurring deficiencies provided to higher authority, and trends tracked.  The MD Inspector will also be responsible for preparing and making presentations at conferences and meetings, as well as participating in professional development sessions and on applicable process action teams (PATs).  The MD Inspector may also participate in reviewing and commenting on medical and dental department ship specifications for new construction, such as LPD-17 and CVX.  The MD Inspector will be cross-trained in occupational safety, occupational health, and environmental protection inspection areas.  The MD Inspector will assist Damage Control Inspectors in assessing CBR decontamination equipment and capabilities, and assist Supply Inspectors in evaluating food service sanitation.  

C.  Required/Recommended training.  Training would be provided after the individual reports to the command.

D.  Billet Location and Travel. The MD Inspector billet is located at the Naval Amphibious Base, Little Creek, in Norfolk, Virginia.  An average of 20 weeks TAD travel per year with various inspection teams will be required, underway on ships an average of 40 days per year.  Day-for-day sea time/sea pay is authorized for this billet, since PRESINSURV inspectors are assigned to the Sea Duty Detachment.
