Head, Theater Medical Surveillance Team

Job Description

The Environmental Health Officer (EHO) billet at U.S. Naval Forces Central Command (NAVCENT) is located within Fifth Fleet, Bahrain.  The EHO position is known as Head of the Theater Medical Surveillance Team (TMST) and works directly for the NAVCENT Force Surgeon.  The Head of TMST is primarily responsible for providing Disease Non-Battle Injury (DNBI) surveillance for all U.S. Military units ashore and afloat located in the CENTCOM AOR.  Additionally,  the incumbent is responsible for managing and operating the only DOD fixed-site and fly-away biological warfare confirmatory laboratory in the AOR.  Laboratory capabilities include; Standard PCR, RAPIDS, ELISA, and ECL.  The TMST BW Lab analyzes environmental samples to include water, soil, air, “unknown powders, and supports Portal Shields, BIIDS, and DFU air samplers.   

Collateral Duties Include:
· Serves as the 5TH Fleet “Force EHO” providing Shipboard Environmental Health services.  

· Provides Force Health Protection guidance to include potable water, and food safety consultation to deployed units in the CENTCOM AOR.

· Provides / assists with outbreak investigations.

· Provides liaison with Nuclear, Biological and Chemical (NBC) Cell aboard NAVCENT.  

**  Note as directed by CENTCOM the BW lab is a USAMRIID sponsored and supported laboratory requiring newly assigned personnel to complete the Field Identification of Biological Warfare Agents (FIBWA) course given at USAMRIID (approximately seven weeks) before arriving onboard.
