Job Description

The Environmental Health Officer billet is a Claimancy 18 funded position located at NAVSEA in Crystal City VA.  Beginning in 2001, NAVSEA will begin their permanent move to the Washington Navy Yard.  The medical representative develops requirements and standards for medical/dental spaces and material aboard all ships and submarines.  Also, maintains the health and welfare of personnel by participating in design reviews for all new construction and overhaul projects.    

Primary responsibilities include:

· Acts as liaison between BUMED and NAVSEA

· Coordinates fleet requirements relating to new construction and modernization programs.

· Reviews drawings, ship specifications, engineering change proposals, NAVSEA directives that impact medical/dental spaces and health of the crew.

· Reviews new system technology such as pollution abatement, food service operations, sanitation, hazardous waste and any impact to habitability.

· Participates in design reviews of contractor proposals.

· Assists the BUMED Onsite Representative at Supervisor of Shipbuilding, Conversion, and Repair, New Orleans.

· Attends tests and sea trials.

· The Environmental Health Officer is assigned to BUMED with additional duty to NAVSEA.  NAVSEA 05 executes a concurrent fitrep.

· There is a written Memorandum of Understanding between BUMED and NAVSEA concerning this position.
