Job Description


The Environmental Health Officer (O-3) assigned to the Naval Health Research Center is located at Naval Base, Pt. Loma, CA.  The position is as a scientific researcher working to support research, development, testing, and evaluation of the biomedical and psychological aspects of Navy and Marine Corps personnel health and performance.


NHRC is a third echelon Headquarters Command encompassing five laboratories:

· The Naval Research Center Laboratory

· The Naval Aerospace Medical Research Laboratory

· The Naval Submarine Medical Research Laboratory

· The Naval Health Research Center Toxicology Detachment, and

· The Naval Health Research Center EMR Detachment

Collectively, these laboratories conduct a variety of biomedical research, development, testing, and evaluation (RDT&E) efforts supporting the operational forces of the Navy and Marine Corps, as well as other DoD Components.


The Naval Research Center Laboratory to which this billet is assigned is divided into six program areas (a description for each program is available at the NHRC website):

· Human Performance

· Modeling and Simulation

· Field Medical Technologies

· Operational Readiness

· DoD Center for Deployment Health Research

· Longitudinal Studies and Health Sciences

As a researcher the EHO maybe assigned to any of these programs depending of the individuals area of subject matter expertise, both academic and practical experience. 

Note:  Unlike other EHO billets this position is not directly supported by a traditional OPTAR.  Therefore, assignment is based on the individual’s abilities as a researcher to either be incorporated in an existing research project or to solicit funds (grants/proposals) to support ones own research efforts.
