Job Description

The Environmental Health Officer (EHO) billet is assigned to Naval Hospital Jacksonville, but TAD to Branch Medical Clinic Mayport.  The EHO fills the role of Department Head for Preventive Medicine.  This is an excellent training billet for a new EHO or a Junior LT.  The EHO gets to experience all areas of Preventive Medicine. The EHO also gets the opportunity to interact with the Fleet, since Naval Station Mayport is home to 23 ships, including one aircraft carrier.  The EHO has a staff of four Preventive Medicine Technicians (PMT).

Primary responsibilities include:

· Environmental Health Programs including Food Sanitation, Family Home Daycare and Habitability inspections, Water/ice sampling and Heat Stress.

· Entomology: conducts active mosquito surveillance for vector borne diseases such as West Nile Virus, St. Louis Encephalitis and is a member of the Duvall County Arbovirues Task Force. 

· Epidemiology: Reports all cases of communicable disease, manages Tuberculosis Control program, and Animal Bites.

· Fleet support: Provide training in areas of Water Sanitation Afloat, Health Aspects of Marine Sanitation Devices, Deployment Briefs and Deratization inspections.
