Job Description

The Environmental Health Officer (EHO) billet at NEPMU-2 is a dynamic and challenging opportunity for EHOs to provide service to operational commands and to be at the forefront of developing, acquiring, and/or utilizing state of-the-art monitoring equipment and techniques.  The EHO fills the role of technical advisor within the Consultant Services Department of the Fleet Readiness Directorate.  This is both a challenging opportunity for a more senior LT or an excellent training billet for a new EHO.  The EHO gets to experience all areas of Preventive Medicine and works closely with Preventive Medicine Officers, Industrial Hygiene Officers, Entomologists, Preventive Medicine Technicians (PMTs), and other professionals within and outside the Unit. The EHO also has the opportunity to interact with the Fleet, since Naval Station Norfolk is home to the Atlantic Fleet and is the largest Naval Base in the world.

Primary responsibilities include:

· Provide technical expertise to operational and ashore commands within the Unit’s area of responsibility (AOR).  The Unit is recognized by our customers as the expert in the field of Preventive Medicine and as such is consulted on a wide range of Preventive Medicine issues 

· Supervise and assist in providing training in the area of Food Service Sanitation as well as having the opportunity to assist with a variety of additional training including, but not limited to: Heat Stress, Potable Water, Marine Sanitation Devices and Chemical, Biological, Radiological and Environmental Warfare

· Team member of a Preventive Medicine-Mobile Medical Augmentation Readiness Team (PM-MMART), a proactive operational support team with world-class diagnostic capabilities for detection of chemical, biological, environmental, and radiological threats

· Develop and disseminate technical ideas and information to the Fleet through web-based marketing initiatives

EHO collateral duties:

· Potential member of the Navy Environmental Health Board (NEPMU-2 is responsible for assigning an EHO as a standing member)

· Command Duty Officer

· Possible collateral duties include but are not limited to:  Safety Officer, CFC coordinator, MWR Chairman, Command Fitness coordinator, and other duties as delineated by the OIC or directorate
