Job Description

The Environmental Health Officer (EHO) billet is assigned to Naval Hospital Jacksonville.  The work center is located in the Naval Air Station Jacksonville Branch Medical Clinic (BMC).  The EHO fills the role of Head, Preventive Medicine Department and regional EHO for the Southeast Region.  The EHO serves as the Program Manager for BMCs Jacksonville, Mayport, Kings Bay, Albnay, Atlanta, Athens and Key West.  The EHO has an immediate staff of ten Preventive Medicine Technicians (PMT) and one civilian.  The programs the EHO has responsibility of encompasses one-two Junior EHOs, one Environmental Health Technician, and thirteen PMTs.

Primary responsibilities include:

· Environmental Health Programs including Food Sanitation, Family Home Daycare and Habitability inspections, Water/ice sampling and Heat Stress.

· Entomology: conducts active mosquito surveillance for vector borne diseases such as West Nile Virus, St. Louis and Eastern Equine Encephalitis. 

· Epidemiology: Reports all cases of communicable disease, manages Tuberculosis Control program, Animal Bites and Pediatric Lead Poisoning Prevention.

· Fleet support: Assist with BMC Mayport Preventive Medicine Partnership Program.  Provide training in areas of Water Sanitation Afloat, Health Aspects of Marine Sanitation Devices, Deployment Briefs and Deratization inspections.  Conducts Predeployment briefs to Squadrons on Naval Air Station Jacksonville.  

· Conducts Program reviews on all BMCs within the Southeast Region.  

· Active mentor for Junior EHOs within the Southeast Region.

· Maintain OPTAR of $12,000 per year.
